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Make a visible stand on #RedWednesday. Your school can show solidarity with those being persecuted for their faith and stand with our suffering brothers and sisters across the world. 


Summary
This is a craft activity, where pupils make little paper persons to represent them. The theme of this year’s #RedWednesday is Standing Together and pupils are being asked to think about who they will stand up for, what they stand for and whether they will stand with those who are suffering and being persecuted. The mini red person is a visual way of making the point that they are willing to make a stand.


What will the completed persons/dolls be used for?
This is up to each school, but they could be part of:
1. The one minute’s silence on #RedWednesday (most schools are having a one minute’s silence after the Angelus which will be prayed in unison at midday). Pupils could hold up their red persons during this time. 
2. Please consider sharing any photographs with us on social media; use the hashtag #REDWEDNESDAY and tag us in on Twitter ( @acnuk_uk    @ACN_Scotland   @ACNUK_NW ) and Instagram (  aidtothechurchinneed_uk   acnuknw  ).
3. Schools could add them to their #RedWednesday displays.
4. Pupils could bring their red persons up to the altar during a liturgy to represent their prayers for the people helped by ACN and the pupils’ own fundraising. In addition, pupils could pledge to pray, for example: one Our Father, a rosary, go to an extra Mass etc. for persecuted Christians/people of faith/refugees/peace/religious freedom/orphans & widows or they could pledge to pray for a particular country, e.g. Syria, Nigeria, Sri Lanka etc.
5. The mini persons could be made the week before #RedWednesday and used as a visual aid during the Morning Prayer Countdown every day (link: https://docs.google.com/presentation/d/1yUCi3kOs-W8lhXJgHuDYJ1hH9QcaO6GC_dvunNA9nfA/edit#slide=id.g633e8e4b3a_3_0 )
6. Pupils could bring them home, explain to their parents what they are and ask their parents to: look at ACN’s website (www.acnuk.org ),  join #RedWednesday themselves etc. They might also use them during their prayers before bed to remember to pray for the persecuted and suffering.
7. Pupils could write the name of one person or country they will be praying and collecting for on #RedWednesday to remember to pray and join the charity activities.
